Duluthian Carol Andrews, an environmental engi-
neer with Barr Engineering and national president of 
Wild Ones, a nonprofit dedicated to the benefits of 
preserving and landscaping with native plants, pre-
sented a program at the February meeting of the 
Grand Rapids Garden Club.  Andrews is an enthusi-
astic proponent of embracing our native habitat by 
incorporating the plants that make the Minnesota 
Arrowhead region the beautiful place that it is. 
 

 Also president of the local Arrowhead chapter of 
Wild Ones in Duluth, Andrews defines a native plant 
as one that grew in a particular area before European 
settlement.  She listed as a few of the benefits of 
landscaping with natives:  creating a habitat that will 
sustain birds, insects and other animals that evolved 
with specific native plants, promoting a closer rela-
tionship with the natural world and preserving the 
biodiversity we need to survive.   
 

 She mentioned some startling statistics from Doug 
Tallamy’s book, Bringing Nature Home.   
100 million pounds of pesticides are applied to lawns 
in the U.S. each year.  95% of the lower 48 states is 
no longer in a natural state.  There are 40 million 
acres of lawn in this country, an area the size of the 
state of Missouri.  Andrews suggests shrinking your 
lawn by establishing a vegetable garden, an orchard 
and/or a wildflower garden.  The more different na-
tives you plant, the more ecologically friendly your 
landscape. 
 

 Local sources of native plants include Boreal Na-
tives near Proctor, Leaning Pine Native Landscapes 
near Superior, Wisconsin, Itasca Greenhouse in Co-
hasset (mainly trees,) and the annual Soil & Water 
Conservation District plant sale each spring.
